INFO ON THE 7N7 CLAIM

General Description:

The claim is located on the West Branch of Nelson
Creek about 10 miles upstream from the Who-Do
claim. If is off of the La Porte-Mc Rae dirt road
which runs between the Quincy-La Porte road
(same road the Who-Do and Adavenone claim are
off of) and the Plumas Eureka State Park
Headquarters at Johnsville. The distance from the
Park Headquarters is about 11 miles and the
distance from the Quincy-La Porte road is about 8
miles. The road is better from the Park
Headquarters side and, if road maintenance has
been performed, is doable from either side with a
high clearance 2-wheel drive vehicle. However, a
4-wheel drive vehicle is recommended, especially if
road maintenance has not been performed.

The turn off road at the South end of the claim is at
about 390 44’ 23" N, 1200 47’ 56” W. The turn off
is about .2 mile from a bridge that crosses over the
creek. At the bottom of this road is a 4X4 post with
"7 N 7 established 1986” painted on it. This post is
at the Southern end of the claim with the claim
running North (downstream) about 1320 feet. The
claim exists on both sides of the creek and the 4
corners (NW, NE, SW, SE) should be marked with a
4X4 post.




Access from Park Headquarters:

The headquarters is located at the beginning of
Johnsville. To reach this point turn off of Hwy 89 (a
couple of miles from Hwy 70 ) and follow the signs.
Turn into the park and drive through the
campground. Once you are on the dirt road
continue ahead ignoring any minor roads going off
to the left or right. You will come to two major
intersections. In both cases they are marked and
you want to continue in the La Porte direction. At
the first intersection you will go right and at the
second intersection you will go left. Continue on
this road until you get to the claim. If you reach the
bridge you have gone too far.

Access from Quincy-La Porte road:

The turn off is uphill from the Who-Do claim
(towards La Porte) and is designated with a sign
that gives mileage to Gibsonville and Delahunty
Lake. Initially you will be heading toward Delahunty
Lake. Eventually you will come to a wood structure
(shelter for snowmobilers) at an intersection (390
44’ 58" N, 1200 52’ 2" W). You want to go right at
this intersection. Stay on the main road until you
reach the bridge crossing Nelson Creek.

TOWNS, MINING CAMPS

Stanley Paher will present a slide presentation and
discussion on mapping Nevada’s ghost towns and
mining camps on July 23" from 7:30 to 8:30 p.m at
the Nevada State Museum in Carson City.

Paher’s books are the culmination of his passion for
exploring the Nevada/Death Valley back country
and ghost towns.

A native Nevadan, Paher started his original ghost
town and mining camp volume on Nevada in 1965.
It took him five years to produce what has been
called by book reviewers “by far the best research
volume yet on Nevada.” Paher, author of 19
historical books, will be available to sign his 2009
edition of “"Nevada Ghost Towns and Desert Atlas.”
